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The difference the moon makes. You may have heard the news. You may have even seen it.
Supposedly, the full moon that took place on March 19 has been referred to as a “super moon.” Super
because it looked bigger up in the sky than most full moons. That's because the moon was closer to
the earth in its full state on March 19th than usual. So it appeared bigger... super bigger.

| missed actually seeing it on the horizon when it supposedly looked biggest, but | did get a glimpse of
it farther up the nighttime sky before the clouds rolled in. It was big. It was beautiful (a full moon always
is!). But, quite frankly, | couldn’t see that much difference in this super moon than other regular full
moons.

Nonetheless, this super moon has made a difference in the life of the church. Not because it was super
but because it showed up on March 19 — just before the vernal equinox — the first day of spring. That
timing has caused Easter to be very late this year.

Many, many years ago, when the church was young and growing and needed to have some uniformity
in celebrations and festivals, the folks who were making those kinds of decisions determined that the
celebration of the resurrection of Christ should be held on the first Sunday after the first full moon on or
after the vernal equinox. This year, this super full moon came in just under the wire before the vernal
equinox which means we get to wait a whole month more to celebrate the resurrection of Christ with
our Alleluias and white shoes and new dresses and cheers of “Christ is Risen!”

By the time Easter gets here this year (April 24), the daffodils and tulips will most likely have already
come and gone, the days will be pleasantly warm and our minds may be turned more towards lake flies
and summer vacation than Easter bunnies and Spring break. We will have already lived through many
of the things that we associate with Easter. We will have already been surrounded by resurrection as
the world around us rises from the cold tomb of winter.

It will be a bit of a challenge to keep from joining creation in rejoicing in new life — and I'm not sure that
anything we should. Because if God and the resurrection have taught us anything it is that nothing can
keep new life from happening. Not death, not the grave, not injustice, not tyrants, not disaster or even
war can hold the love of God at bay. Resurrection reveals the reality of the power of love that is at the
heart of the God of creation. A power that will not be held back by winter’s cold or hatred’s shackles or
even a moon that will take a whole month to be full again.

Camp Scholarship Policy

Congregational United Church of Christ Neenah/Menasha (CUCCNM) Camp Scholarship program adopted by
the Board of Christian Education in January 2010 states that all campers will receive a minimum camp
scholarship of 25% of camp fees (after all conference scholarship money has been applied). Due to financial
limitations CUCCNM will award scholarships to only one camp experience each per summer session
(scholarships for weekend retreats throughout the year are subject to available funds and will be at the
discretion of the Camp Scholarship Fund sub-ministry). Campers may earn up to 50% of scholarship
money if they are active stewards in the life of the church. Active stewards in the life of the church includes, but
is not limited to: regular attendance at Sunday school, worship, and youth group, singing in the choir, lighting the
candles, providing special music, ushering, or participating in the outreach and mission projects of the church.

In order to be considered for a camp scholarship applicants must turn in a copy of their registration form
to the Christian Education Director; it will be assumed that if no application is turned in the camper
wishes to not receive a scholarship

It is also the expectation of the Camp Scholarship sub-ministry (which fall under the umbrella of the Ministry of
Faith Development) that a summary of the camper’s experience in the form of a letter, drawing, or a collection
of pictures be sent to or dropped off at the church to show the camper’s appreciation for the scholarship money
received through the generous donations of the members of CUCCNM.
