I’ve always liked having a big, open countertop in our kitchen. It gives me room to spread out when 
I’m baking pies. It serves as a great space for cutting out fabric for sewing. But it also serves as a  
dumping spot for things we don’t know what to do with: the mail, newspapers, various to-do lists, 
small tools that weren’t returned to their proper place. You get the idea. The big, open space is just an 
invitation for clutter.  
 

If we were to see our hearts or souls as a “space” that we could keep open, will we keep it open for the                     
unimaginable, as Mary Oliver suggests? Or will is simply be the dumping place for things that we can’t 
figure out what to do with? Say you leave some room in your heart for the unimaginable but you end 
up piling up the unresolved resentments of life or the odd feelings that come with life’s changes.  If 
you’re like me, there’s probably a bit of those things in your heart and soul and you spend way too 
much energy on picking them up, looking at them, not knowing what to do with them and putting 
them back down again. It’s exhausting and it means we are quite often left with very little energy to see 
unimaginable that might be hiding under a pile of guilt.  
 

But Mary Oliver entices us to keep some room there so we might, every once in a while, go through 
those things that are piled up on the big counter top of our soul. It’s probably one of the best uses of 
Sabbath time and why it’s so important for us to keep some of that open, God-with-us time each week 
or even day. As we pick up each of the items we’ve accumulated on the open spaces, God can help us 
sort things out, clear out the clutter and do something with the really important stuff.  
 

In my soul it might go something like this: 
 Picking up a shameful memory from my youth, God might remind me that everybody else has long                     

forgotten or didn’t even notice. Time to trash it. 
 Seeing, once again, the hope to get in touch with some old friends, God might give me the nod that 

now would be a really good time to do that. 
 Holding a dear memory of a deceased loved one I’ll realize that I have the time to take that memory 

for a little walk and honor their spirit that still lives on in my life.

Back by popular demand, the Finance Committee is pleased to announce Stewardship Drive “Lite” 2016, As We 

Give, We Grow. The letter you received in the mail is 2016 pledge drive. That’s right, no stewardship sermons, 

no stewardship minutes, no special mailings, no special events. 

By saying no to these past practices, we’re hoping you’ll say yes to generous giving. As a faith community, we are 

all equally responsible for our youth and adult programs, our minister and staff, and our facilities. By pledging our 

support, we acknowledge that our mission helps us grow and makes our world a better place. 

Each year we ask for financial support. Pledges make up approximately 85% of our income. Our financial goal 

for 2016 is a budget of $220,000. This will allow us to accomplish our priorities, which are improving our                 

internal, external, and digital communications to bring us closer to the community around us, a small pay increase 

for our minister and staff, and paying our own way so that our Congregational Enrichment Fund can be devoted 

to enhancing our lives together rather than covering our budget shortfall.
