In just four months we in the Wisconsin Conference of the United 
Church of Christ will host General Synod 32! This bi-annual national 
UCC gathering will take place in Milwaukee, June 21-25 at the             
Wisconsin Center. We are so grateful for this opportunity to provide 
warm Midwestern hospitality, and for the diligent planning efforts of our 
Local Arrangements Leadership Team.
